THE PAPHOS REGION

Santa Barbara Hills Park 1s located in Agla Varvara and Episcopl villages
nthe Paphos district. Papnos is located 50 km from Limassol and 130 km
from Nicosia and lies along the western boundary of Cyprus and covers
15% of the islands total area. Paphos Is located 350 km away from the
sland of Rhoades

Surrounded by the Mediterranean Sea, Papnos Is sald to pbe tne pirtn
Dlace of the Greek goddess Aphrodite. Landmarks assoclated with Apn-
rodite are the chunky, rugged rocks of ner beautiful birtn snores known
as the Aphrodite Rock or "Petra tou Romiou’, the evocative sanctuary of
Aphrodite at Kouklia Village, one-time shrine and scene 0of pagan festi-
vals for thousands, the Baths of Aphrodite at Polis, supposed source of
fertility and the Fountain of Love, or Fontana Amorosa, a few miles fur-
ther into the Akamas Peninsula. Even the town's name I1s linked to the
Goadess as Papnos was the name of the mythological daugnter of Ve-

Nus and Pygmalion.

'n Papnhos there are four municipalities: Papnos, Yeroskipou, Pegla and
Polls Chrisochous. It 1s Inhabited by approximately 100,000 people.
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The supject region benefits from a numbper of nistorical monuments
and a beautiful natural setting. In the whole area of Paphos, archae-
ological and historical monuments can be found. Paphos Interna-
tional Airport nas also helped in the opening up of the town witn
new resorts and notels, residential development and an Increase In
tourism.

Papnos has been significantly developed over the past few years. It
offers a significant numbper of accommodation units, restaurants ana
taverns, coffee shops and bars. The area's beaches have been award-
ed with the "Blue Flag® by the E.U.

Papnos has an alr of holiday charm combined with nistory and ele-
gance from Its classical style buildings in the upper part of town. The
lower part of the town - known as Kato Papnos - has a coastal life

o Its own where we find the narbour, several fisn taverns, souvenir
snops as well as many hotels, with important archaeological sites
surrounding them.

A Tormer capital of Cyprus In the ancient year, Paphos nas a nistory
dating back thousands of years. Innumerable ancient sites are to be
found In the area of Paphos and these are included in UNESCO's list
of World Cultural Heritage sites. Papnos became the capital of Cyprus
Jnder the successors of Alexanader the Great - the Ptolemy and In
those days Its harbour was a busy, thriving port. It continued as the

sland’s first city for more than seven centuries, retalning Its impor-
tance under Roman rule. Its most famous Governor, Sergius Paulus,
was converted to Cnristianity by St Paul in 45 AD.

Argaka 1s a village in the district of Paphos and i1s next of Polis Chryso-
cnous area. Is situated on the eastern part of Chrysochous of apbout

51010 minutes drive from the town center of Polis Chrysochous and
stands at an altitude of about 90 meters above sea level.

Argaka retains a long coastal side of about 3 Km approximately and
'ts flat surface provides very easy access to the beacn.
